ELIGIBILITY:
Open to all artists, 18 years and older, having attended Guilford
College, but not currently enrolled. All work must be original 
and not previously shown at Guilford College.  Student work 
produced under direct supervision is NOT eligible. The submission
of recent work is encouraged.

MEDIA:
All media are eligible. All shipped artwork must not exceed
UPS/Fed Ex size limitations. All hand delivered artwork must not
exceed 5 feet in any dimension. Work must be suitably framed
using Plexiglas (no glass) and wired, or otherwise exhibition-ready.
Installations will be considered, but space limitations and impact
on the gallery environment will be determining factors. Work
requiring special audio/video equipment not provided by the artist
may be rejected if equipment is not readily available through
Guilford College IT&S Office.

SLIDES:
Submit up to three 2x2" plastic or cardboard mount slides, labeled
with your name, title of work, medium, date and dimensions
(height precedes width precedes depth) and an arrow indicating
top. Slides of accepted work will be retained by Guilford College
Art Gallery for education, publicity and documentation purposes.
Slides of non-accepted work will be returned only if a self-
addressed, stamped envelope is enclosed.

LIABILITY /INSURANCE:
Sending an entry constitutes an agreement by the artist to the
terms of the exhibition as stated in this porspectus. The College
will insure accepted works of art from the time of their delivery to
the time of their departure at the stated insurance value. Work
damaged in transit will be photographed for the benefit of the
artist in settling a claim, but settlement for damages remains the
responsibility of the artist and the shipper.

SHIPPING:
Accepted work may be hand delivered or shipped prepaid. Artwork
should be carefully packaged in reusable crates, and sent via UPS
or U.S. Mail, to arrive no later than 5 p.m., Friday, March 5, 2004
to the following address: Guilford College Art Gallery, attn:
Theresa Hammond, 5800 West Friendly Ave., Greensboro, NC
27410. Works of art may also be hand-delivered to the Art Gallery,
between 1 and 4 p.m., Thurs.-Sat., March 4-6, 2004. 

Shipped works will be returned by May 14, 2004 using the
same packaging provided. Hand-delivered work may be picked up
from the Art Gallery between 9 a.m.-5 p.m., Mon.-Tues., May 10-
11, 2004. Any work left at the Gallery more than thirty days past
the last pick-up date becomes the property of Guilford College.

SALES:
The gallery will retain a 20% commission on sales. Work may not
be removed before May 9, 2004.
