“Guilford has deep relationships with social change
organizations which help educate and provide network-
ing and job opportunities for our students,” Powell said.
“We have many alumni working in these organizations
and we need to strengthen our connections for the ben-
efit of our students today and in the future.”

Working with student assistants, Powell began collect-
ing information to build a database of information about
social change organizations connected to the college.  “In
some cases, we simply need to thank them,” she noted.
