Martha S. Jones is a nationally recognized historian and author with deep family roots in Greensboro. At Johns 
Hopkins University, she teaches in the Department of History and the SNF Agora Institute and is the Society 
of Black Alumni Presidential Professor. Her latest book – The Trouble of Color: An American Family Memoir 
(2025) – recounts her family’s encounters with race and color through the story of five generations, from rural 
Kentucky and small-town North Carolina to New York City and its suburbs. Martha’s paternal grandfather, 
David Dallas Jones, was the president of Bennett College from 1926-55, and her father was born in Greensboro. 
Her grandmother, Susie Williams Jones, was recognized as one of the most prominent Black women in North 
Carolina in the book Hope and Dignity by Emily Herring Wilson, with photos by Susan Mullally, who taught and led 
Guilford’s photography program from 1993-2000. Martha holds a Ph.D. in History from Columbia University and a 
J.D. from The City University of New York School of Law. In 2025, she was awarded a Guggenheim Fellowship as a 
member of the 100th class of Fellows and was elected to the American Academy of Arts and Sciences.
